Previous to His triumphal entry to Jerusalem, Jesus
taught His disciples that He would die at the hand of the
religious leaders and rise from the dead (8:31-33).

Instead of being an uncertain time in the future, the hour
of ordeals had come.

“something unusual” (v. 12) was happening.
